Relief Process 

The goal of the Relief Committee is to  provide the best and most appropriate support to British Nationals in distress. 

Intervention and assistance are determined in instances when a chance of intervening will lead to a positive outcome.

Relief Committee members work closely with the Executive Director, who leads on relief cases. Together they determine 

the most appropriate and timely aid.  The Relief Committee has the authority to provide financial relief, up to $8000, 

without requesting additional authorization from the BBS Board of Directors.
